Isaiah 56:7,“ Even them will I bring to my holy mountain, and make them joyful in my ________________ their burnt offerings and their sacrifices shall be accepted upon mine altar; for mine house shall be called an ____________________ for all people.”
Prayer is not only our refuge when we have a problem. Prayer is the will of God for us, that is why we should pray; we should pray in order to do His will.
Matt. 6: 8, “Thy kingdom come. _______________________ be done in earth, as it is in heaven.”

Deuteronomy 5:11, “You shall not make wrongful use of the name of the Lord your God, for the Lord will not acquit anyone who ____________________ his name.”

Interference with Prayer
Interference 1: Pride
Prov. 26:12 ‘Seest thou a man wise in his _____________________? [there is] more hope of a fool than of him.”
Prov. 16: 5, “Every one [that is] proud in heart [is] ____________________ to the LORD: [though] hand [join] in hand, he shall not be unpunished.”
Prov.16:8, “Pride [goeth] before destruction, and an haughty spirit before a fall.”
Interference 2: Unconfessed Sins
Proverbs 28:13 “People who conceal their sins will not prosper, but if they confess and turn from them, they will receive mercy.’


Hosea 5: 15, “Then I will return to my place until they admit their guilt and turn to me. For as soon as trouble comes, they _______________________ search for me.”
Interference 3: Selfishness
1 John 3: 17, “But whoso hath this world's good, and seeth his brother have need, and shutteth up his bowels [of compassion] from him, how dwelleth the love of God in him?”
Psalm 119:36, “Incline my heart unto _______________________, and not to covetousness.”
Eph.4:29 -32, “Let no corrupting talk come out of your mouths, but only such as is good for building up, as fits the occasion, that it may ______________________ to those who hear. And do not grieve the Holy Spirit of God, by whom you were sealed for the day of redemption. Let all bitterness and wrath and anger and clamor and slander be put away from you, along with all malice. Be kind to one another, tenderhearted, forgiving ________________, as God in Christ forgave you.”
