The healing power of prayer rests in the hands of God and a trusting faith in Him. God’s will concerning healing is revealed in four main ways in scripture:

God’s Will Concerning Healing 


Revelation 1 - God’s Own Pronouncement

Revelation 2 - Jesus’ Ministry

Revelation 3 - The Provision of Christ’s Atonement

Revelation 4 - The Ongoing Ministry of the Church

James 5: 14 ‘Is any sick among you? Let him call for the Elders of the Church; and let them ______________ over him, ___________________ him with oil in the name of the Lord.’

Steps to Receiving Divine Healing

STEP 1 - Be sure you are in the right relationship with God and with others.

Matt.6:33, ‘Seek ye first the kingdom of God, and His ______________ and all these things shall be added unto you.’

John 15:7, ‘If ye _______________, and my words abide in you, ye shall ask what ye will, and it shall be done unto you.’  

STEP 2 - Seek the presence of Jesus in your life, for it is He who will give your heart the faith you need.

Philippians 2:13, ‘For it is God which worketh in you both to will and to do of his good pleasure.’

STEP 3 - Saturate your life with God’s word.

Jeremiah 1:12, ‘Then said the Lord unto me, thou hast well seen: for I will hasten my word to perform it.’
STEP 4 – Pray with Others.
Call for the prayer of the elders of the church with the ______________, as well as the prayers of family members and friends (James 5:14—16). 

STEP 5 - Expect a miracle, trust in Christ’s power.

Matthew 19: 26, ‘But Jesus beheld them, and said unto them, with men this is impossible; but with God _________________ are possible.’ 

STEP 6 – Give thanks.

Rejoice if healing comes this day______________ even if it does not come in the
present hour.


Philippians 4: 4, ‘Rejoice in the Lord always; and again, I say, Rejoice.’


STEP 7 – Remain faithful to God

If you are not healed, continue to remain in him, examine your life to see what changes God may desire to work in you (John 15:1- 7). 


STEP  8 – Trust that the result is for God’s Glory

Know that God’s delays in answering prayers are not necessarily __________of those requests. Sometimes God has a _______________ in mind that, when realized, result in his greater glory.

STEP 9 – Know that God has not forgotten you.
