3. Having a right relationship with yourself.   
Philippians 2:5 ‘Let _____________ be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus’

2. The woman of Canaan whose daughter was sick (Matthew 15:28)

3. The Centurion whose servant was sick (Matthew 8:8)
