Attitude # 3: Hands that shed innocent blood
Isaiah 1:15, “When you spread out your hands, I will hide my eyes from you; even though you make _________________ I will not hear, your hands are full of blood.”  

Attitude # 4: A heart that deviseth wicked imaginations
Psalm 10: 4, “In his pride the wicked man does _____________ him; in all his thoughts there is no room for God.”

Psalm 36: 4, “He deviseth __________________upon his bed; he setteth himself in a way that is not good; he abhorreth not evil.”
