Matthew 7: 7 & 8, ‘Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be opened unto you: For every one that asketh receiveth; and he that seeketh findeth; and to him that knocketh it shall be opened.’ 
The book of Revelation describes the close relationship that exists between God and the saints.
Who are the Saints?  
1 Corinthians 1:2 states it clearly: “Unto the church of God which is at Corinth, to them that are ________________in Christ Jesus, called to be saints…” 
The words “sanctified” and “holy” come from the same Greek  root as the word that is commonly translated “saints.”

 The sanctuary was established to maintain ________________ between God and His people, and each piece of furniture represent God’s grace. The Sanctuary was consisted of three parts: 
Part 1: The Courtyard (Exodus 27:9-13) 

In the Courtyard was the ___________________ offerings (Exodus 27:1-8); the laver (for washing (Exodus 30:18-21); and the ____________________ itself. The courtyard fence was made of white linen supported by sixty (60) pillars (Exodus 27:9). 
Part 2: The Holy Place (Exodus 25: 23 - 30)
Inside the Holy Place were the: (i) Table of Shewbread which represents Jesus, “The bread of life” (Exodus 25: 23 -30; 1 Corinthians 11: 24, 25) and shows our ____________________ on God for physical and spiritual food; (ii) Candlestick representing Jesus, _____________ of the world (Exodus 25: 31 - 40; John 8: 12 ). “Light” also represents the Word of God (Psalm 119:105) and Oil represents the _____________ (Revelation 4: 5, 6 & Zechariah 4: 1 - 6); and (iii) Altar of Incense - the incense  that was offered represents _____________________ people. The priest would burn a very special ____________________ which filled the sanctuary with a sweet-smelling cloud, representing the ____________________ and confession of the believers sweetened by the Holy Spirit.
Romans 8: 26 - 27, “Likewise the Spirit also helpeth our infirmities: for we know not what we should pray for as we ought: but the Spirit itself ______________________ for us with groanings which cannot be uttered. 27 And He that searcheth the hearts knoweth what is the mind of the Spirit, because he maketh _________________ for the _____________ according to the will of God.”
Part 3: The Most Place (Exodus 26: 33)

In the Most Holy Place there was only one piece of furniture, the _________ of the Covenant (Ex. 25:10-22). The ark was a chest overlaid with gold. The cover was called the _____________ (Ex. 25: 17 - 22). On it were carved angels of gold. Between the angels dwelt the presence of God. Inside the ark were the Ten Commandments, written on tables of stone (Deuteronomy 10: 4, 5).  The ark demonstrated both _____________ and ____________. The law must be kept, but God promises mercy for His people who break it. 
1 John 2:1, “My little children, these things write I unto you, that ye sin not. And if any man sin, we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous:”
The Saints know that God will hear them, they do not fail to ____________ upon him.   John in Revelation 5: 8 describe the relationship that Jesus the Lamb of God has with the Saints,

And when he had taken the book, the four beasts and four and twenty elders fell down before the Lamb, having every one of them harps, and golden vials __________________, which are the prayers of saints.
Rev. 8: 3 – 4, “And another angel came and stood at the altar, having a golden censer; and there was given unto him much incense, that he should offer it with the __________________ upon the golden altar which was before the throne. 4And the smoke of the incense, which came with the prayers of the saints, ascended up before God out of the angel's hand.”
