Exodus 26: 3, “ The five curtains shall be coupled together one to another; and other ____________ curtains shall be coupled one to another.”
There were ____________original priests, Aaron and his four sons (Exodus 28:1).
There are five primary types of offerings God commanded Israel to bring to him. They are the Burnt Offering (Leviticus 1; 8:18 - 21; 16:24), _______ (Leviticus 4; 16:3 - 22), Trespass (Leviticus 5:14 - 19; 6:1 - 7; 7:1 - 6), ___________ (Leviticus 2) and Peace Offering (Leviticus 3; 7:11- 34).

The ‘tabernacle in the wilderness’ reflected God’s grace. This tabernacle, whose design was given directly by God, contained five curtains (Exodus 26:3), five bars (Exodus 26:26 - 27), five pillars and five sockets (Exodus 26:37) and an altar made of wood that was _____________ long and five cubits wide (Exodus 27:1). The height of the court within the tabernacle was five cubits (Exodus 27:18).
